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Why Do We Need
Routine HIV Testing?

With progress in antiretroviral

therapy, survival rates have improved
significantly since the mid -1990s
The CDC estimates that as many as
one quarter of the roughly 1 million
persons Infected with HIV are unaware
of their infection

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Awareness of Serostatus Among People
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. At 3 years after HIV diagnosis the percentage

with AIDS was greater among these groups:

- Those older then 60 years (63.2%) and ages 50-59
(57.5%)

- Whites were least likely to have an AIDS diagnosis 3
years after initial HIV diagnosis (42.6%)

- Men were more likely to develop an AIDS diagnosis
(46.9%) as opposed to women (41.5%) in that time
frame.
