Certificate of Waiver (COW) laboratories must only perform
waived laboratory tests. When the Centers for Medicare
and Medicaid Services (CMS) began random inspections of
some COW laboratories in 2002, many laboratories chose to
participate in proficiency testing as a quality assurance
check. MLE responded by preparing special two-sample
proficiency modules, designed for the waived testing labora-
tory’s needs.
