Patients and Senators Must Team up to Fight 
for Health Care for Uninsured Patients

Two years ago there were 47 million people like me who had no health insurance. In 5 years they say there will be 56 million people in the same boat. I don’t know what to do. I have a job but they do not offer health insurance. I cannot buy my own on what I make.

I have to go to the Emergency room when I am really sick so that I can see a doctor. Even then, they sometimes tell me I don’t have an emergency and tell me to go see my primary care doctor. But I do not have a doctor. I cannot find anyone to see me without insurance.

There are clinics, but when I try to go there I see a different doctor every time. Then I have to tell them what is wrong all over again. Lots of times they change my medicines without knowing me. Then I have to try and find money to buy new medicines when I already have lots of old medicines at home. I know the doctors at the clinics work hard and want to help, but they are just too busy to get to know me at all because there are just too many of us without insurance.

It would really mean a lot to me if you would work hard to make sure people like me can get health insurance. I would buy my own insurance if it did not cost so much that I could not feed my family and pay for my home. After all, everyone knows that people without insurance die younger than people with insurance and I want to live a long time. 

I need to know the people we elect to Congress understand this problem. Congress must work hard to fix it so people like me can get insurance. Then I will be able to start seeing a primary care doctor that knows me. Then I will not have to go to the Emergency room when I am sick. 

Please help me stay healthy by making sure there is a way for working people like me to get health insurance. I do not want to die young because I do not have insurance.

Thank you for taking the time to read my letter. I hope you will take it to heart and I truly hope that you are never like me – working everyday but not able to get health insurance.
