1. Use the GoodRX app or GoodRX.com and use Target pricing for prescription medications, and amazon.com for aspirin. Calculate the difference in cost between the inpatient and outpatient regimens. Write the difference in cost for a month’s supply of the medications on the discharge and outpatient lists on a slip of paper with your team name and submit it. The group that gets closest to the correct number wins a prize.
1. Next, perform medication reconciliation on these two lists for the patient. Stop all non-essential drugs and replace expensive brand name medications with less expensive alternatives.
1. Share what you learned from the exercise with the larger group.
